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Overview 

 
This document covers the user procedures for the AC8000K terminal.   
 
The AC8000K is equipped with an EFTPOS application and a Fly 
Buys application.   
 
The Fly Buys application is linked to the EFTPOS application and can 
be accessible from the EFTPOS “LINKED APPS” menu option. 
 
Also from the main terminal display, a menu provides access to either 
the EFTPOS or Fly Buys application – each application having their 
own menu set. 
 
In this document the EFTPOS application serves as the base for the 
user procedures.   
 
The distinct functionalities/procedures for EFTPOS and Fly Buys are 
covered in their own sections. 
 
Some Fly Buys procedure are similar to some EFTPOS procedure.  
The steps can also be referred to the EFTPOS procedure in this 
documentation.  Like for example - Reprint Receipt, Manual Logon, 
the Service and Miscellaneous Menu options, etc. – having the same 
menu naming convention and actual procedure/functionality.

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Printing of Receipts 
 
For chip card transactions, when the transaction response has been 
received, the terminal will display the text “PLEASE REMOVE YOUR 
CARD” and the PIN Pad will display REMOVE CARD. Once the card 
has been removed, the terminal and the PIN Pad will then display the 
result and the first receipt will be printed.  
 
For both chip and swipe card transactions, the terminal will then 
display TEAR OFF RECEIPT. Tear off the first receipt for the 
customer, a few seconds later a second receipt will be automatically 
printed. 
 
If desired, when the TEAR OFF RECEIPT is displayed, pressing the 
ENTER key will force the second receipt to be printed immediately. 
 
 

Declined Alert Feature 
 
When a transaction is declined for any reason, a receipt is not 
automatically printed. The terminal will stop and display the result. The 
operator will then need to press the enter key for the declined receipt 
to be printed

During the conduct of a financial transaction the terminal must do an 
automatic reversal if: 
·  the Terminal Transaction Time Out expires after the transaction 

request has been sent, or 
·  an error is detected in the host response, or 
·  the response has an invalid response code, or a communications 

error occurs after the connection is established and the transaction 
request has been sent, or 

·  the signature is declined. 
 
A Reversal is sent by the terminal to the bank’s host, this has the 
same transaction number as the original message. If this fails as well, 
the terminal reverts back to the Ready state with a pending reversal. 
In this state, the terminal attempts the reversal again when any of the 
following occurs:

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Noticeable Differences with EMV 

1. The terminal has the ability to process transactions, either by 
reading a magnetic stripe or a chip on the card. 
 

2. The chip card must be inserted:  For CP03, chip should face 
down.  For CP04, chip should face up. 
 

3. The chip card must be left in the card reader for the duration of 
the transaction. If the card is removed too early, the terminal will 
time out and print a CARD REMOVED DECLINED receipt, and a 
reversal will be sent.  Card will need to be re-inserted and 
transaction started again. 
 

4. The card must be removed before the terminal will print a receipt 
(i.e. at the REMOVE CARD prompt). 
 

5. If a chip card is swiped, the terminal will prompt for the card to be 
inserted. 
 

6. If there is a problem with the chip, the terminal will prompt for the 
card to be swiped. 

 
7. The terminal will now process a logon, every 24 hours. 

 
8. When a logon has been processed, the terminal may do a 

configuration download. This is done automatically upon 
completion of an accepted logon.  
 

9. EMV financial transactions may take 1 to 2 seconds longer. 
 

10. A full configuration download can take up to 90 seconds. 
 

11. A chip card can decline a transaction offline (i.e. not send a 
message to the bank) if that type of transaction is not permitted 
for that card. The terminal and receipt will display ICC 
DECLINED. 
 

12. When a chip card is inserted, the cardholder may be prompted to 
select an application. 
 

13. Cardholders should still take steps to hide their PIN number when 
entering. The PIN Pad should be picked up and held close to their 
body. 
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Frequently Asked Questions 

 
PIN Bypass  
 
 
Background Information - Card Verification Method ( CVM)  
 
To understand PIN-bypass you need to know how the Card and the 
Terminal determine what card verification method to use i.e. PIN or 
signature.  
 
On each chip card there is a list of CVM’s that can be used, starting 
from the first which has to be used if the terminal supports it, for 
example:  
 
 

Scenario 1 - If the terminal does support PIN 
 
a. An Australian Customer comes into New Zealand store with 

an Australian Chip Card (below) and does a transaction 
 

b. This terminal supports 
all CVM’s  
 

 

This Chip Card has a list of  
1. PIN  
2. Signature 
 
 

 

c. Because the terminal supports PIN and the customers card 
has PIN as the first CVM, the customer will be prompted to 
enter a PIN.  
 

 
 
 
 
 
 

Scenario 2 - If the terminal doesn’t support PIN 
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a. This terminal supports 
signature

c. Because the terminal doesn’t support PIN and the terminal 
and the card would look at the next CVM, in this case both 
the Terminal the Card support signature, the customer will be 
prompted to sign a receipt. 
 

 
 
What is PIN Bypass?  
 
PIN Bypass is a facility that is provided as an option (within the EMV 
ICC Specifications) for Payment Systems (terminals). It is provided to 
cater for a situation where the cardholder cannot remember their PIN 
or may temporarily not be able to enter the PIN. In this case the 
retailer would have the option to bypass PIN entry and enable the 
card and terminal to process the next CVM (card verification 
methods), which may be signature.  
 
The advantages of offering PIN Bypass are:  
 

·  It reduces the risk of the cardholder guessing their PIN too 
often and locking their PIN;  

·  It reduces the risk of the cardholder simply changing to a non-
PIN card; 

·  Experience in other countries suggests that if this facility is not 
provided, initial cardholder acceptance of chip & PIN is 
reduced.  

 
However, using PIN Bypass opens a door to card thieves and reduces 
both the fraud prevention and operational benefits of using PIN.  
PIN bypass will only be able to be performed if the terminal is 
configured to provide the facility, the retailer agrees to support it and 
the card’s CVM List allows another CVM to be performed. 
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Why is PIN Bypass to be activated in New Zealand?  
 
Currently, overseas cardholders are attempting to use their chip cards 
in NZ without knowing their PIN number. This facility allows for card 
acceptance in this scenario.  
 
Why does this customer need a PIN?  
 
In recent years, payment card fraud has increased significantly due to 
the number of cards in circulation and the growth in card usage. To 
counteract fraud, it is necessary to establish that each card is genuine 
and that the person using it is the true owner. Chip and PIN reduces 
card fraud by making it harder for a card to be altered or copied, and 
by ensuring that only the owner of the card is able to use it, and the 
four digit PIN is known only to the Card member, so lost, stolen or 
cloned cards are useless to criminals, who don’t know the PIN.  
 
What do I do if the Card member claims not to know or to have 
forgotten their PIN?  
 
When the card is inserted into the chip reader of a terminal, the 
terminal will prompt for the Card member to enter a PIN if one is 
stored on it. If the Card member claims not to know it, you can attempt 
to override this using your terminal’s PIN Bypass or signature 
acceptance function.  
In general, follow the instructions given to you by the terminal, and the 
correct Card Acceptance Procedures  
 
What should I do if the card has no chip on it?  
 
Just swipe the card’s magnetic stripe. The terminal will prompt for a 
signature and the Card member should sign for the transaction.  
 
 
 
 
How is PIN Bypass set-up?  
 
It is activated by Paymark.  
 
What kind of terminals is enabled for PIN Bypass?  
 
This functionality was introduced for 5.2 and 6.0 terminals  
 
How can we see whether a particular terminal is ena bled for PIN 
Bypass?  
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There is currently no screen to show the Helpdesk teams this 
information, and only Paymark can access this information.  
 
In the meantime, the easiest way for the merchant to check whether 
they have PIN Bypass is to ask the customer to press “Enter” in place 
of entering a PIN number, and if they are then asked for their 
signature it shows that the terminal has PIN Bypass.  
 
Does the customer make the decision whether to bypa ss PIN?  
 
The decision to allow PIN bypass always lies with the merchant. This 
will give the merchant the ability to refuse PIN Bypass if they are 
suspicious of a particular customer, i.e. suspect fraud. If the merchant 
decides go ahead with the PIN-bypass they can always ask for 
identification. The only way for the transaction to proceed from this 
point is for the customer to enter a PIN, otherwise the transaction will 
be declined.  
The PINpad will not show that the merchant supports PIN-bypass so 
the customer will always have to notify the merchant who will instruct 
them from there.
